Deliver Us not into Evil

The cross is a beautiful and wondrous pivotal moment in the history of the world, but the gospel message goes beyond the cross and

beyond the gift of paying the price for us. If not, we wouldn’t have Christmas and Easter as our two highest holidays; instead we would
have Christmas and Good Friday! But we have Easter! He was and is the only one not only to lay down His life, but also with the right
and ability to pick it back up again! He is not just a remembered dead God that sacrificed His life, but He is the Living God and Giver of
Life. His kingdom is not just of this world, and His purposes and will for us are not merely for this earthly life. He is about His eternal

kingdom and that means that the purposes He is working in us are also for His glory and His eternal kingdom.

Most of us have studied or heard teaching on Jesus’ final week in Jerusalem. We have heard how the people were expecting the
Messiah, but many of them (even after following Him for a while) had expectations of Him that were not in alignment with His intentions.
They were looking for One that would deliver them from their Roman oppressors. He had a different plan, though. He had come to
deliver them from themselves and from the consequences of their own choices, but He had also come to deliver them into relationship

with the Father and eternal life!

Many people today are like people were then. They seek God as the means to solving all of their earthly problems, to remove their pain
and suffering, to eliminate their struggles. There are even people in the church that seek a God that will give them ease, comfort &
prosperity here on earth. The cry of “Bless me, bless mine, bless us” goes up daily. While it is certainly in God's ability and nature to
bless, His blessing is not just an end in itself. Itis a means. A means to lead us to repentance. A means to demonstrate His love to a
